Unusual Bird Report database

The Records Appraisal Committee has received support from the Projects Assistance Fund to develop a searchable online database of Unusual Bird Reports. This will allow members to check whether a particular sighting has been reported to the RAC, and to check the status of each submission, with the website updated after each 2-monthly batch of decisions. The database will also provide accessible information on accepted sightings of each reportable species, with hyperlinks to reports published in Notornis or the society’s newsletters and magazines. The database will also be searchable by locality, if you wish to know which reportable species have had sightings submitted or accepted from your favourite birding location. The RAC hopes that the database will encourage prompt reporting of those sightings requiring verification, as well as providing a service to members through prompt reporting of submissions and decisions.
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
